Sewing Triangles without making Triangles!
You can sew with triangles, without having to cut triangles and dealing with those bias edges!
The tricks are:

· The strips are cut straight - no bias!
· The angles are cut after the strips are attached so ensure a perfect match!

To make a set of 4 placemats – finished size 13” X 17”
1. Cut a 10” x13” centre
2. Measure in and mark 1 ½” inches from each corner of your centre and cut off the triangle at the marks to create your octagon.

3. Sew 2 ½” strips against the 4 straight sides (finished strips will measure 2” wide)
4. Trim to match
5. Sew 2 ½” strips against the 4 angle sides

6. Trim to make your placemat!
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No binding finish!!
Flip and sew to finish off your placemats without having to do a binding!
1. Cut the back rectangle of your placemat to match the size of the front .

2. With the batting on the bottom and good sides together, sew the two rectangles together with a ½” seam allowance – and leave a 4” opening for turning.
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Top, right side down!
